	In Music we are using Holst’s ‘Planet Suite’ to think about the aspects of a composition about Space. We will be starting to compose our own music on the theme of Space and learning which instruments and techniques would be best to use.
	In Music we are continuing to use Holst’s ‘Planet Suite’ to help with our own composition about Space. We are editing and improving our compositions begun last half term, experimenting in more depth which instruments and techniques could be used to the greatest effect. We will also begin finding out about two composers, Chopin and Liszt and learning our songs for the KS2 Christmas Production.
	In Music we are starting a 10 week course of whole class recorders. This will enable us to begin reading music while also learning to play an instrument. Those who already play an instrument will be encouraged to challenge themselves in the music they play in lessons and also to improve their ensemble playing. Those who completed these sessions in the previous class will be given the opportunity to try different instruments while still focussing on reading music and playing as a group.
	We are continuing a 10 week course of whole class recorders with those who did not have the opportunity last year. The rest of the class are continuing to focus on the reading and writing of music while using tuned instruments, including composing short melodies. We will also be learning songs for the Spring Celebration.
	In Music we are learning about famous people. We are focussing on the composers Chopin and Liszt in the first half term. In the second half term we are concentrating on different singing techniques, such as breathing, sound production and diction.
